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 LESSON PLANS 
These lesson plans are designed for middle/high school students and the visits of each site should take around 2 hours. 

Overview 

FDR HOME AND PRESIDENTIAL LIBRARY: Students will take a field trip to the Home of Franklin D. Roosevelt National Historic Site and Presidential Library where students will tour the site and read and gather information about the Franklin Delano Roosevelt's life before and during his presidency before creating a poster presentation on the couple. Throughout the tour they will receive brochures about the sites as well as listen to audio and look at exhibits on the family.

VANDERBILT MANSION: The group will take a trip to Vanderbilt Mansion. This is one of the many mansions that the Vanderbilt family owned during the 20th century. The affluent Vanderbilt couple’s mansion as well as surrounding grounds and gardens gives a great view of what life was like when they lived there. Students will have the chance to tour the mansion and grounds and complete an activity. 

VAN WYCK HOMESTEAD MUSEUM: This site which looks like a large farmhouse in Fishkill was a Dutch colonial house owned by Isaac Van Wyck and used by the Continental Army as a major supply headquarters during the American Revolution. Students will tour the inside of the building and complete an activity on a piece of the museum that they find interesting. 

MADAM BRETT HOMESTEAD: The Brett Homestead is an early 18th-century home located in the city of Beacon. It is the oldest standing building in its part of Dutchess County. During the American Revolutionary War, the building was used for as a shelter and storage facility by the Americans. Revolutionary leaders such as George Washington, the Marquis de La Fayette, and Baron von Steuben are said to have been guests in the house.

MOUNT GULIAN: Mount Gulian is a reconstructed 18th century Dutch manor house on the Hudson River in the town of Fishkill. The original house served as the headquarters of Major General Fredrich Wilhelm von Steuben during the American Revolutionary War and was the place where the Society of the Cincinnati was founded.

MOUNT BEACON INCLINE RAILWAY: The Mount Beacon Incline Railway was a popular tourist attraction in Beacon and the neighboring Town of Fishkill. It operated for much of the 20th century, providing sweeping views of the Hudson Valley and efforts continue to restore it today. Students will get the opportunity to visit the site and paint a visual of what the surroundings might have looked like, were they able to go to the top. 

Standards: Social Studies Standard 1

Key Idea 1: History of the United States and New York use a variety of intellectual skills to demonstrate their understanding of major ideas, eras, themes, developments, and turning points in the history of the United States and New York.

Key Idea 2: Important ideas, social and cultural values, beliefs, and traditions from New York State and United States history illustrate the connections and interactions of people and events across time and from a variety of perspectives.

Materials: Brochures/ information packets/ and activity worksheets for the various trips. Cameras, sketch books, materials for art work. Cooking supplies & muskets will be provided at respective sites. 

Procedure:

1) Students will take a guided tour when available of the historic/ tourist site as well as the surrounding grounds/ area (weather and time permitting).

2) The teacher will hand out and explain the main activity/ assignment that students will complete during each trip. Throughout the tour and exploration of the site students will try and successfully answer/complete all parts of the assignment. The assignments are as follows:


FDR and Presidential Library: Students will take notes of any interesting and important facts about FDR and his wife Eleanor including their personal life, contributions to America, work, and about their home in Springwood. When permitted, students should take photographs of the exterior of the site. For an assignment, students will create a presentation about the lives of the couple and their home in Springwood. This can be in the form of writing a 3 page biography, creating a poster board presentation, PowerPoint, or even video. The more creative the better!


Vanderbilt: Students will complete two different activities at this site. The first activity will take place while touring the inside of the mansion. Students will be assigned various working roles that would have been seen at the mansion. This includes the butler, housekeeper, parlor maids, chamber maids, laundress, chef, kitchen girl, and night man. Students will have to act out their roles depending on where we are in the house. Students will learn what types of duty they were expected to complete for their role. The second activity takes place outdoors.  After being handed out a booklet with various trees and plants found on the Vanderbilt mansion grounds and gardens, students will complete a scavenger hunt of certain plants and take pictures of the trees/ plants when they find them. (Trees and plants are labeled at the site). 


Van Wyck Homestead: Students will choose one of the Artifacts of the Rev War Fishkill Supply Depot, Hudson Valley portraits or artifacts of local history that they think is interesting and sketch the item with a brief description of what it is. These pictures will be hung up in the classroom.


Madam Brett Homestead: For this activity, students will be able to experience how it was like to live during the 1700s by actually participating in a task performed every day in the household. Students will first tour the house and visit all seventeen rooms. They will make sure to pay close attention to the kitchen. After the tour, students will go outside to the designated area set up in the style of a colonial-era kitchen. Here with the help of adults/professionals students will actually cook a meal that would have been eaten during that time period. A possible meal would be meat stew with potatoes. Students will be able to taste their cooking and see how much effort was needed to cook a meal during the 1700s-1800s. 


Mount Gulian: Here students will have the opportunity to take part in a lesson on how to march and fight as a Patriot Soldier. After touring the site, students will get the chance to participate in an activity normally only held once a year called Children’s Muster Day. Students will train with a member of the 1st New York Regiment and learn the Manual of Arms, written by General von Steuben. Recruits will be issued wooden muskets and will experience what it was like to be a Patriot Soldier in the army. 


Mount Beacon Incline Railway: While tourists no longer have the opportunity to visit the top of Mount Beacon with the incline railway, students will be painting a picture of the landscape that they see from the bottom of the site or if they want to use their imagination, pretend they were at the top of the Railway and paint a picture of what they imagine tourists would have seen. Students will have knowledge of terms and styles of painting of the Hudson River School Painters. 

3) At the site, whenever they come across something interesting or an important fact that they hadn’t known before, they will take notes as well as sketch a picture or take a photograph when permitted of the room/object/ scenery and for their homework find a picture online of that image if possible.

4) Students will make sure to take notes and/or fill in information that is needed to complete their activity/assignment at each site.

5) After the full trip of all 6 site, students will have a larger group project which incorporates what they learned at each site. This assignment will be a presentation about their overall trip, what they learned, what their favorite parts were, and how the visits gave them a better understanding about Dutchess County. The presentations will either be a travel pamphlet, video/ commercial, poster board presentation, or a skit. They will include photographs and sketches that they took on the trip.

Evaluation: The presentation due the next week will be used to evaluate the success of the trip and how much the students learned. They will be graded on appearance (pictures and organization) as well as content which includes facts and information.

They provide the history of this National Historic Register property, interpreting the artifacts of the railway and providing interesting facts about the surrounding area. The hiking program raises public awareness of the effort to restore this landmark. Visitors leave having gained an appreciation of the railway's significance as a National Historic Register property, they understand its potential for putting open spaces within the reach of more people than ever before, and they learn about the importance of protecting the Hudson River estuary and its environs from pollutants and damaging development.

As the Society moves toward establishing a heritage railway museum, it will expand its educational program with a focus on K thru 12 students.

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Dutchess County –Group Essay Revised


Founded on November 1, 1683, Dutchess County is one of the original twelve divisions of the colony of New York.  Since then, the county has been the location of various significant historical events and a place of great importance in the history of the county and New York State because of its connection to pre-Revolution, Revolution, and post-Revolution events.  It is located between New York City and Albany on the Hudson River. There are several historical, industrial, and cultural key sites which visitors and inhabitants of Dutchess County should experience in order to understand why Dutchess County is an integral part of our country.  These sites include the Madam Brett Homestead, Vanderbilt Mansion, Mount Gulian, Van Wyck Homestead, Springwood, and the Mount Beacon Incline Railway.


The key sites are valuable for tourists for various reasons.  Built in 1709, The Madam Brett Homestead is the oldest house in Dutchess County. This allows visitors to experience history by stepping onto this historic location. The Vanderbilt Mansion located in Hyde Park has been preserved as a testament to the shift in American society after the Civil War and was built in 1898. Located in Fishkill, Mount Gulian is an 18th century Dutch Manor, which played an integral role in American history as it was used by the Continental army during the Revolution. Like Mount Gulian, the Van Wyck homestead was also used in the Revolution.  It served as the headquarters for a supply depot that served the Continental Army during the American Revolution. Also, George Washington, the Marquis de Lafayette, Alexander Hamilton, and John Jay, and other historical dignitaries have visited the house. Springwood is an interesting site to visit in Dutchess County since it was the life-long home of President Franklin Delano Roosevelt. The last site, the Mount Beacon Incline Railway, constructed in 1902, was the first mountain railway to have an electric driven power plant.  It served as a tourist attraction and cultural hub during the 1920s, when a casino and resort stood atop Mount Beacon. 


The key historic sites are very important so therefore we need to change the highway route markers which guide tourists to the location because we feel that they do not currently do the locations justice. We have chosen to replace the brown highway markers with ones that have an eye catching image of the historical sites in the background. The markers display the name of the key sites as well as an indication of where to exit or turn for the site. The Dutchess county seal is a common image on all of these highway markers, indicating the county of the historical sites.  Once at the site, we designed visually appealing mockup of interpretive signs which describe why the site is important and information about Dutchess County as a whole. 


Looking at the population size of Dutchess County between 1860 and 2010 shows the tremendous growth of the county which is an indicator of how important it truly is.  The population grew 450% from 65,000 in 1860 to almost 300,000 in 2010.  Dutchess County has proven to have incredible sites for tourists that allow individuals to view authentic locations from hundreds of years ago, as well as experience the beauty of the landscape and nature it currently possesses.

The current historic site highway markers for Dutchess County are not at all visually pleasing as they are brown with a white text and are either rectangular or square in shape.  If the markers are revamped to make the counties and sites look more interesting and appealing, that may increase the tourism for Dutchess County and hopefully make people who were just driving by stop over at the site.  This is why I chose to replace the original signs with a different layout, font, and a colorful image in the background to replace the old brown sign. The contrast between the text and the background provides a clear highway marker that is functional and still visually appealing to the viewer.  History can be interesting, beautiful, and creative, so I think that it is important for the signs of Dutchess County’s historic sites should reflect this message.  

The historic sites in the county which the prototype of this highway route marker has been used for are the Vanderbilt Mansion, Madam Brett Homestead, Mount Gulian, Van Wyck Homestead, Springwood: Home of Franklin D. Roosevelt, and Mount Beacon Incline Railway.  I have indicated the road the highway marker is on by placing a large symbol of the United States route number in a visible area of the sign so that it will be easily visible for visitors and onlookers.  I placed the Dutchess County seal on the markers as a symbolic way to specify which county the historic site is located in.  It is essential not to overwhelm the highway marker with too much writing which it why I thought it was necessary to place the seal on the marker instead of the text “Dutchess County.”  The names of the historic sites have been creatively placed over an image of the site the marker is for.  I have carefully selected images which are simple enough that they will not overpower the information presented on the highway marker, and just function as a background.  

Demographics of Dutchess County- Alisha La Hogue


Dutchess county was established in 1683 as one of the twelve counties in New York. Since then, it has grown into a county with a population of close to three hundred thousand. The steady growth of this county is caused by various reasons including location and industry. The chart I created lists various key towns in Dutchess County and compares the population size between 1860 and 2010 based on their respective census. I also included information about the type of occupations that people living in the county might have. The ethnicity in Dutchess County is also an important demographic that is discussed.


    The chart to the right shows population numbers from 15 different towns or cities including Amenia, Beacon, Clinton, Dover, Fishkill, Hyde Park, La Grange, Pleasant Valley, Poughkeepsie (city and town), Red Hook, Rhinebeck, Stanford, Wappingers Falls, and Washington. The total population in Dutchess County in 1860 according to the census is about 65,000 people. The larger towns in 1860 were Fishkill and Poughkeepsie which totaled more than 23,000 (1/3 of the total population in Dutchess during that time).  Within 15 decades (150 years) the population in the county increased to around 292,000 by 2010. This means that over the course of 150 years the population increased by 450% of what it was in 1860. The larger towns and cities in Dutchess now include the town and city of Poughkeepsie, Fishkill, and Hyde Park. Some towns only grew by a few thousand people such as Amenia, Clinton, and Stanford while others grew by more than 10,000 including Fishkill, Hyde Park, La Grange, and Poughkeepsie. 


The reason for such a large growth in certain towns in Dutchess County may be related to the types of industries that were booming in the North east at the time. During the early 1800s the major industry in Dutchess county was the manufacturing of textiles. By the late 1800s there was a shift to manufacturing raw materials including stone, coal, iron, and ice which became the major industry in the county. In 1860 there were 14 textile mills (the same number as in 1820) compared to 19 producers of raw materials. Today, 90% of businesses are small businesses. The rest consist of nine large establishments including  IBM, Health Quest, Vassar College, St. Francis Hospital, and Marist College.
           Along with population size, I looked at the demographic of ethnicities and backgrounds of residents in Dutchess County. In the 1700s there was a shift of ethnicities because of changes in the countries controlling the settlements. The area was originally mainly of Dutch heritage, which changed to German, and by the late 1700s was New Englanders (British). Throughout the 1800s there was an influx in immigration of Europeans into the country as a whole. The New York 1790 census for Rhinebeck lists a total population of 3,662 individuals, of which 421 were slaves and 66 were free blacks. The only town in Dutchess County with more slaves than Rhinebeck was Fishkill, with 601; Poughkeepsie ranked third with 199 slaves, less than half those in Rhinebeck. According to the 2000 U.S. Census in Dutchess County the majority of the population (80.3%) is white, with 8.8% African American and 6.3% Latino.  As we can see, Dutchess County has grown significantly since 1860 and will continuously grow as time passes. Certain towns and cities may continue to grow at a faster rate due to various industries and rates of employment.

Dutchess County: Historic, Cultural, and Industrial Sites

Christina Ritter

Dutchess County possesses a vibrant history, as easily witnessed through the numerous historic, industrial, and cultural sites still functioning as integral parts of the county.  Visitors and inhabitants of Dutchess County can experience the rich legacy of the area, and get a clear sense of the role Dutchess holds in the larger vision of American development. 

Madam Brett Homestead

Built in 1709, The Madam Brett Homestead is the oldest house in Dutchess County.  The home is located in Beacon, New York, and has been preserved by the Daughters of the American Revolution, as an historical site, allowing visitors the opportunity to step into history, surrounded by original 18th century Dutch style architecture, as well as artifacts and furnishings in the home that remain from the colonial period.  

The homestead belonged to Roger and Catheryna Brett. Catheryna, left widowed, maintained ownership of the home as well as the 28,000 acres or property. Such notables as George Washington, the Marquis de La Fayette, and Baron von Steuben were guests in the home. 

Vanderbilt Mansion

Located in Hyde Park, the Vanderbilt Mansion has been preserved as a testament to the shift in American society after the Civil War.  5 Built in 1898 by Frederick William Vanderbilt, as a country vacation home, the mansion boasts 54 rooms laden in  “American Renaissance “style furnishings and décor—a cultural symbol of renewed American national confidence and identity. 6

Mount Gulian


Located in Fishkill, Mount Gulian is an 18th century Dutch Manor, which played an integral role in American history.  In 1683, Francis Rombout Stephanus Van Cortlandt, and Gulian Verplanck bought the 85,000 acre parcel of land from the Wappinger Indians, encompassing nearly 1/7 of modern day Dutchess County. The Verplanck were prominent citizens that played an active role in the Revolution, Gulian being involved in anti-British groups. He granted Mount Gulian to the Continental Army for use citing its strategic location on the Hudson River and proximity to Fishkill Barracks and Washington’s Headquarters at Newburgh.  Mont Gulian served as the headquarters of General Fredrich von Steuben, and witnessed the creation of the “Society of the Cincinnati.” 1

Van Wyck Homestead

Located in Fishkill , this Dutch Colonial house was built in 1732 by Cornelius van Wyck.  It served as the headquarters for a supply depot that served the Continental Army during the American Revolution. George Washington, the Marquis de Lafayette, Alexander Hamilton, and John Jay and other historical dignitaries have visited the house. Today, visitors can tour the property and see monuments, artwork, 18th and 19th century furnishings, as well as artifacts from the original supply depot. 7

Springwood: Home of Franklin Delano Roosevelt

Located in Hyde Park, this was the life-ling home of President Franklin Delano Roosevelt. Much of the original furniture, décor, and boyhood relics enjoyed by FDR can be seen on tours of the home.  This site is a remarkable glimpse into the life of one of the nation’s most prominent figures. 


Also on the estate are the FDR Presidential Library and Museum designed by the President himself. The library contains countless primary documents and papers belonging to FDR that can now be used by the public for scholarly research. The museum contains thousands of items representing various aspects of FDR’s life and presidency. 2

Mount Beacon Incline Railway

Illustrating the industrial influence of Dutchess County, the Mount Beacon Incline Railway, constructed in 1902, was the first mountain railway to have an electric driven power plant.  It served as a tourist attraction and cultural hub during the 1920s, when a casino and resort stood atop Mount Beacon. 3

The history of Dutchess County is played out daily through the presence of these and countless other sites of historical, cultural, and industrial significance.  The heritage of the county is kept alive and vivid over generations through the eyes of students, artists, tourists, and the county’s inhabitants who have long been inspired by the county’s past, and motivated by the promise of an even richer future.
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History of Dutchess County by Jake Gaglio
Dutchess County was originally one of twelve divisions of the colony of New York.  This was organized by the first colonial assembly on November 1, 1683.  Dutchess County received its name after the Duke of York’s wife.  The duke of York James II had been granted New York by King Charles II. (Dutchessny.gov)  The original boundaries of Dutchess County are the Westchester line to the south, the Hudson River on the West, and Livingston’s Creek in Columbia County.  Dutchess County is on the East side of the Hudson, and is roughly perfectly in the middle of the distance from New York City to Albany. Along the eastern border towns are the ranges of hills called the Fishkill or Matteawan mountains. (Hopefarm.com)In the southern part are some of the highest peaks of the Highlands that are called the Old Beacon.  Their names are derived from the Beacons placed on their summits during the revolution. Before 1664 the Dutch had made three successful settlements in the Hudson Valley (New York, Albany, and Kingston), chiefly for the purpose of exploiting the fur trade, and had systematically attempted to colonize the remaining territory under the patron system. The wilderness of Dutchess, however, had been left untouched. But it was the Dutch, 20 years after their country had surrendered to Britain the territory renamed New York, that finally formed the vanguard of Dutchess County settlers.(Livingplace.com)

 In the rapid growth of Dutchess during the mid-century, the abundant water power of the many streams, the fertile soil, and the extensive forests all played a part. Sawmills were erected on many streams in the more thickly settled parts of the county; and as settlements reached farther inland, more mills were built with the essential staples of flour and lumber. (Dutchessny.gov) Legislation for a system of county government was passed by the Colonial Assembly in 1691.In 1717 Poughkeepsie was named the county seat. A courthouse, first authorized in 1715 for erection in the most convenient place in the county, was again authorized for erection in Poughkeepsie within three years, and appears to have been completed within the time set. (Livingplaces.com) Prior to Anglo-Dutch settlement, what is today Dutchess County was a leading center for the native Wappinger peoples.  Until 1713, Dutchess was administered by Ulster County. In 1812, Putnam County was detached from Dutchess.

The 2010 census lists the population as 297,488. (Census.gov) The county seat is Poughkeepsie.Franklin D. Roosevelt lived in his family home in Hyde Park, overlooking the Hudson River. Prior to the 1960s, Dutchess County was primarily agricultural. Since then the southern part of the county has developed into a largely residential area, suburban in character, with many of its residents commuting to jobs in New York City. The northern region of the county is still very much rural with large farmlands but at the same time developed residences used during the summer and or on weekends by people living in the New York City urban area.This county is one of the wealthiest in the state, though its area has been reduced by the erection of the small county of Putnam from its southern end.

The Vanderbilt Mansion, historically called “Hyde Park,” is located in Hyde Park, New York on Dutchess County Route 9 or Albany Post Road. Frederick W. Vanderbilt purchased the property in 1895 from Walter Langdon. At the time, the property, located on the east bank of the Hudson River, was 600 acres. Vanderbilt, with the help of more than 300 craftsmen, built a 54-room mansion for seasonal use during the spring and fall. Several large Italian-style gardens were also built on the land because of Vanderbilt deep appreciation for horticulture. Technologies in the mansion and on the property were completely ahead of the times. The house boasted electricity, indoor plumbing, multiple telephones, a hot-water heater, and an in-house communications system used by the Vanderbilt’s many servants and staff members. 

Today the property is more than 200 acres and is a National Historic Site. The mansion is open to the public April through October, 7 days per week from 9:00 am until 5:00 pm. 45 minute tours are offered of the home for $8.00 per person. Children 15 and under can tour the mansion for free. Entrance fees to the ground are free and they are open year round. November through March, tours are offered by appointment. Reservations are not required, but groups of 10 or more must make a reservation.

I chose to represent the Vanderbilt Mansion National Historic site with the seal of Dutchess County to represent the mansion’s location. I also chose to use an outline of the mansion and place it on the circular logo. I will use this as a sample for other historical sites within Dutchess County, such as the Madame Brett Homestead, mount Gulian Historic Site, Van Wyck Homestead, the Franklin D. Roosevelt home, and the Mount Beacon Incline railway. I made an outline of the Vanderbilt Mansion and placed it on a circular seal of Dutches County. It can be used as a template for the other National Historic Sites in the county. 


The Province of New York established Dutchess County in. in 1683. Dutch and German settlers centuries mainly inhabited the county during the 18th and 19th century.  Throughout the 19th century, the county industrialized and grew. Railroad cars frequented the area bringing passengers from all over the Northeast region. More and more people moved North to situated themselves between Albany and New York City, New York State’s major areas of commerce. Dutchess County continued to increase in population and eventually became the historic Hudson River Valley county that it is today.
