History of Recreation in Greene County

Greene County was formed from Albany and Ulster in 1800, sometime in March. It was named after a general in the American Revolutionary War, Nathanael Greene
(Frisbie, 2002).   In relationship to the Hudson River it is on the west bank, not to far south of Albany.  The towns of Green County consisted of Ashland, Athens, Cairo, Catskill, Catskill Village, Coxsackie, Durham, Greenville, Halcott, Hunter, Jewett, Lexington, New Baltimore, Prattsville, Tannersville, and Windham.  These are towns and villages, instead of cities.  Its area is between 600-700 square miles.  Besides the Catskills, the land is mostly flatlands and is at sea level.  The census that was taken in 2000 was said to have about 50,000 people in Greene County (Frisbie, 2002). There are few industries because of the problems Greene County has had with industries.  It is believed that most of the people, who settled in Greene, were that of the Dutch.  One important resident that lived in Greene County is John Adams.  
   The most famous of mountains are in Greene County.  These mountains are called the Catskills Mountains.  These mountains have streams that run through them, also are called cloves. These streams are one of the many reasons thousands of people are attracted to them.  The Catskills have many different trails and activities that people can go to in order to see all of the mountains and the beautiful scenic views of the mountains2(Catskills, 2012). 
The highest point of the Catskills Mountains is at Hunter Mountain. Hunter Mountain was originally called Greenland Mountain.  It is named after John Hunter a landlord of some sort. It was first establish in the 1950s. By 1929, trails were being put through Hunter Mountain, but were not finished until about 1935.   Now people are able to go zip lining through the mountains and take trails and explore the mountains3(Hunter Mountain, 2012).    

Zoom Flume is a water park and is named after its most popular slide, “Zoom Flume.”  Visitors can stay at the Country Place Resort, which was known as the Shady Glen Hotel in 1947. Frank and Claire the owners of this hotel saw potential for something special and were ready for the next step. In 1981, the first water slides appeared. Dubbed Zoom Flume Water Park, this area attraction quickly grew until today, it is the leading summer attraction in Greene County and New York’s #1 Family Water Park .This park has eight slides, plenty of play areas, and is full of fun4(Zoom Flume Water Park, 2012)

The Athens Lighthouse was built in 1873.  The first person to light it was Henry Best in 1874.  It is originally used to help navigation on the River.  The U.S Coast Guard did own the lighthouse until about 1984 they gave it to the Hudson-Athens Lighthouse Preservation Society In 1967, the Hudson River Valley Commission, led by Nelson A. Rockefeller, suggested that certain lighthouses owned by the United States Coast Guard be turned over to not-for-profit historical groups to ensure their preservation and upkeep. (HALPS)5(Lighthousefriends, 2012).  Today the Preservation Society owns it and gives tours of the station. 

Kaaterskills Falls is a clove or a stream that was turned into waterfalls.  Beginning with Thomas Cole's first visit in 1825, they became an icon subject for painters of the Hudson River School, setting the wilderness ideal for American landscape painting.  These falls are a beautiful part of the Catskills and have been for a very long time.  These were created when a glacier melted and then created this type of agriculture.  The name came from the “Catskills,” by the English speaking colonies.  These falls are the highest two tiered falls in New York (6Kaatersill Fall, 2012).  

  Another important part of Greene County is the Historical Society.  It was established in 1929. At first, the Greene County Historical Society was housed in one room in the basement of the then recently built Long Building. As the collections grew, the Historical Society purchased an adjoining room in 1956 to use as a library and board room and even stored some artifacts and archives at board member homes. "The object of this Society shall be the preservation of historical matter relating to the history of Greene County 7(Green County Historical Society, 2012).

Athens Lighthouse is considered an “architectural gem” located in the middle of the Hudson River between the Village of Athens and the City of Hudson. It is the Catskills’ largest water park in a beautiful natural setting. As well as attractions, there are also different restaurants to fulfill you. It is one low admission price and free parking for a full day of fun!

New York Zip line Adventure at Hunter Mountain is the longest, fastest and

highest zip line in North America. It features over 5 miles of zipping and three different tours. This sky-riding tour begins with a chair lift ride overlooking beautiful scenery or an off-road adventure to the Hunter Mountain Summit lodge. You then attend a Ziplining Pilot Training course where you will become educated on appropriate flight and safety information in order to enjoy your zip lining experience. The tour includes five different side by side racing zip lines that soar you instantly on 3,200-foot cable 600 feet above the valley up to 50 mph. It takes approximately 3 hours to complete the exciting tour.

Hunter Mountain is one of the Catskill’s best four-season resorts. It is located in

the mountaintop region of the Northern Catskills. Hunter Mountain consists of various miles of state hiking trails leading to breathtaking and phenomenal views of the Hudson Valley and its surroundings. The area terrain is ideal for mountain biking. In the summer time, there are various activities one can partake in involving ziplining, summer festivals, sky riding, fly-fishing, hiking, and golfing. be more informational than history based, because there is not a general history of New York Zipline, and the natural surroundings are simply the foliage in the rural Hudson River Valley. This sign helps to guide families in the right direction because there are three very different tours within the location. By differentiating between the three tours, families can decide which is the best for them. Additionally it explains the types of views that a person will achieve in each tour, and if some parts are more challenging than others. 


Hunter Mountain is an extremely popular vacation and family site, and people who visit continually are always interested in what is changing. This sign informs visitors of what is new, and the environmental impact that the facilities at the mountain are making. It explains the new type of snow making machines that they have just installed that are saving an extreme amount of energy and positively affecting the environment.
 This is important so that the visitors understand the structure of the snow makers and what factors set Hunter Mountain apart from all others. This is a sign to educate those who have visited for years and those who are visitors for the first time.

The New York Zipline Tours, which is located within Hunter Mountain, is a fun experience for the entire family to enjoy. It contains three separate zip line tours and offers one of the fastest and longest and highest zip lining experiences.
 The sign created for this site is one that needs to appeal to the entire family. The use of an animated character zip lining with speed and having fun is something that would immediately catch the eye of anyone. 2. The student will be given a picture of the piece of nature and a short description of what it looks like.  They will also have a list that gives them all the names of the pieces of nature so they can check them off. 
3. Students will be walking around when they are taking a tour looking for these pieces of nature.
4. When the students find the certain piece of nature, they will check it off of the list that they have received.  
5. The student who has found the most pieces of nature will win a prize (candy) at the end of the trip.

Description and History: The Hudson–Athens lighthouse, also called the Hudson City light, is a lighthouse located in the Hudson. The light is located between Hudson and Athens, closer to the Hudson side. Constructed in 1873, it marks a sandy ridge known as Middle Ground Flats and also acts as a general aid to navigation of the river. The station is built on a granite caisson with a unique shape designed to protect it from ice floes and river debris. The dwelling is constructed in the Second Empire architectural style, with a Mansard roof. It is considered to be virtually a twin of the Stepping Stones Light in Long Island Sound, which was constructed just a few years later.
Tour information: 
Tours of the Hudson-Athens Lighthouse are now available on the second Saturdays of July, August, September and October. Join the Hudson-Athens Lighthouse Preservation Society (HALPS) as it hosts visits to the eight rooms in the Hudson - Athens Lighthouse that is listed on the National Historic Register.
You and your family will have the chance to take a tour of the Hudson- Athens Lighthouse at 3:00pm.

Interpretive signs help tourists within a specific site to understand details about the location, gain informational knowledge, and understand the history. 


New York Zipline is a company that has zip lines in many locations. This site, in Hunter Mountain provides beautiful views to tourists. This interpretive panel provides information about the Zipline and what distinguishes this specific Zipline from others around the world. It explains that this is the largest and highest Zipline in America and provides information about the company who established and created the ziplines and its reliability which is something that is important for all visitors and tourists to see. 
 It also provides pictures from the tour during the summer and the winter so the visitors can see what it is like in both seasons and how different the experience can be during these times.


Hunter Mountain is an extremely popular vacation and family site. Many people who visit the site though are unaware of who first began construction on Hunter Mountain and when it was opened. This is important information for people to know and also something that will grab their interest because the mountain has been open for visitors since 1960 and if it were not for the persistence from the Slutzky brothers, the mountain may never have been established and transformed into the ski resort that it is today. 
 This interpretive sign catches the attention with the beautiful image of the mountain and then provides key information.

It would be rare to find an interpretive sign at Zoom Flume Water Park because there really is not any history to the park, no wild life occupying the grounds, and not much to educate the visitors about. This sign explains the significance of the location of the water park and how this is rare compared to many other across the nation. It describes some of the attractions that are commonly found to be the most popular and what would be most enjoyable to the visitors.
 In addition it helps parents to understand which types of slides or pools would appeal to their family. This is beneficial so that the visitors are having the best experience possible and enjoy this new and exciting water park. 


Kaaterskill Falls is a site completely based on nature. This interpretive sign provides information about the site that a tourist would most likely not be aware of before they arrived. The information provides a background of knowledge, where the falls are located, how high the highest point is, and the role that it played many years ago.
 This information is beneficial so that the potential hikers and climbers of the falls have a brief understanding of where they are, and its significance. 


The Athens Lighthouse interpretive sign will be very helpful to all visitors. Since the site is a historic site, this sign provides the background and history of the beginning of the lighthouse. A historical or recreational site can be fun, educational, relaxing and entertaining, but none of these things can be achieved if people are unaware that the sites exist. The point of a site open to the public is so that people can visit it and learn and explore everything that is offered. In order to entice people to go to these places and to be aware of them, signs must be made to make the location more tempting and make the people want to visit.  There are a multitude of fun and educational sites in Greene County and all are important for people to visit.


The New York Zipline Tours, which is located within Hunter Mountain, is a fun experience for the entire family to enjoy. It contains three separate zip line tours and offers one of the fastest and longest and highest zip lining experiences.
 The sign created for this site is one that needs to appeal to the entire family. The use of an animated character zip lining with speed and having fun is something that would immediately catch the eye of anyone. Additionally by having the name of the site on a diagonal makes the sign stand out. It is also very important to make a point of the factors that set this zip line apart from all other zip lines in America. This is why on a highway sign it is crucial to say, “up to 50 miles per hour” and “4 miles long” and “longest in North America.” This makes the sign transform from being a regular picture, to a visual that children can understand with quick and exciting descriptions.


Not only is New York Zipline Tours an amazing experience, but it is located in Hunter Mountain. Hunter Mountain is a huge vacation site, skiing and snowboarding recreational area, and is in the heart of the Catskills so it has beautiful scenic views all year round.
 The highway sign for Hunter Mountain could be simple and direct because the main attraction at Hunter Mountain is the amazing skiing and snowboarding opportunities during the winter season. This sign shows the symbol of mountains and emphasizes the name Hunter Mountain because this is a well-known place to visit. 


Also in Greene County is the Zoom Flume Water Park.  This highway sign differs from the other signs because it needs to appeal to the family, and more specifically, children. This is why the sign has many bright colors and movement within the words. The emphasis of the slide in the middle is something that will immediately grab the attention of the viewers and make them want to visit the park.  This is the largest water park in the Catskills, which is important for people to know if they are trying to decide on which water park to visit. The main goal of this sign is to make it appealing to the family because a water park is a place where families go to relax and have fun together. 


Kaaterskill falls is a site in the county, which is for people who want to relax and immerse themselves within nature. This highway sign shows a drawn picture of a waterfall to provide the viewer with a general understanding of what they would see if they visited. In addition, the symbol of person hiking is key so that people are aware that they can hike within the falls, and the canoe shows people that it is not just a site for viewing, but that they can actually enjoy some activities on the water as well.


Finally, the highway marker for the Athens Lighthouse is very different from the others in the sense that the image in not an animated version, but it is an actual picture of the lighthouse.
 This is important so that the people know what the lighthouse looks like. It is also important for people who value historic sights and the preservation of original landmarks to know that this sight is still in its original structure.
 This sign is simple and accurate so that there is no misunderstanding, while providing a picture that is very visual appealing and accurate. 


Additionally, there are maps included that display where each of the specific route markers will be placed so that drivers will see them. The choices of location are fairly simple.  For each site, the markers are placed on near by main highways, for example on US Route 87 or Route 90. Overall, the placement is based on locations where the driver needs to decide between two exits and the sign could entice them to go toward the site or in locations close and surrounding the site so that people do not just drive by it without ever knowing that it existed. The placement of the signs is important so that the site receives more travelers and tourists, gains more revenue, and becomes more well known.
