Sarah Taylor Park

At Sarah Taylor Park, 
students will reenact 
parts of the 
Revolutionary War. This 
exercise will assist 
students in their 
understanding of the 
conditions under which 
Revolutionary War 
soldiers, both Continental 
and British, lived, fought 
and died.

At the Van Wyck Homestead Museum,, 
you will now be part of the action.  The 
character may be a man, woman, or 
child; a trade person, slave, tenant 
farmer, manor owner, or soldier; Patriot 
or Loyalist.  A worksheet will be given 
out to get the students thinking about 
who they want to be.  Once the 
characters are well thought out, ask 
students to make regular journal entries 
as their character. You may want to ask 
them to draw a picture of their 
character and/or the person's home or 
workplace.  Students can share these 
out loud when they are finished and the 
journals can be shown on display in the 
classroom library.

At the First Dutch Reformed Church, students will 
learn about the architecture and history of the First 
Dutch Reformed Church.  Students will discuss 
different methods the settlers had to use to build this 
church.  There were many different expansions and 
additions that will talked about during this time.  
Students will then design their our buildings like they 
were from 1700s.
 

At Trinity Church, students will learn about the history 
of Trinity Church.  We will discuss how towns form 
around a church as their center and how the religion 
of Christianity came to Fishkill.  Using the cemetery 
adjacent to the church, the students will complete 
grave rubbings of people who have passed away in 
the history of Fishkill. There will be a scavenger hunt 
too!

Van Wyck Homestead Museum (continued) 
Historical Description: 
● Originally built in 1732 by farmer Cornelius Van Wyck & An addition was put on the 

house in Dutch fashion in 1757. 
● Headquarters of Putnam and of the Fishkill Supply Depot (which served the northern 

branch of the Continental Army during the Revolutionary War in 1775)
● Setting for the mock trial of Continental spy Enoch Crosby, an American spy, in James 

Fenimore Cooper’s novel, The Spy

The Site: 
● Has 18th century furniture, relics from the depot, Colonial crafts, & a library with 

original documents
● A self-guided trail goes past historic monuments and the foundations of farm 

outbuildings 
● Today = Home of the Fishkill Supply Society 

Directions: Located on the corner of Route 9 and I-84
● Take I-84E and use the right 2 lanes to take exit 13
● Use the left 2 lanes to turn left onto U.S. 9N.

Mount Gulian (continued)   
Historical Description: 

● Dutch Colonial house built in the 1730s by Gulian Verplanck, a prominent merchant
● Served as the headquarters of General Von Steuben, inspector General of the 

Continental Army, during the final days of the Revolution
● Society of Cincinnati founded here on May 13, 1783 

The Site: 
● Large meeting room, dining room, kitchen, museum room with Revolutionary War 

collections, & a gift shop
● A restored Dutch barn and garden are on the property. 
● Today: Mount Gulian = headquarters of the New York State Society of the 

Cincinnati
●  Tours, events, performances, and weddings occur at this site. 

Directions: 
● Take I-84 E to exit 11 for New York 9D
●  Continue on 9D for about 1/10th of a mile. 
● Turn left into Hudson View Park Apartments
● Make a left onto Lamplight St. This will become Sterling St. and the

 site will be at the end of the road.

Trinity Church (continued)
Historical Description: 

● Organized in 1756 and built in the 1760s
● General Washington’s army used church as a hospital during 

the Revolutionary War
● Many patriots are buried in the churchyard

The Site: 
● Consists of the restored and modern church building, 

graveyard and a Parish house 
● Today: an Episcopal Church that holds services and other 

programs

Directions:The church building is on NY Rt. 52, just east of the 
intersection of US Rt. 9 and NY Rt. 52 in Fishkill. 

● Take I-84 and get off of exit 13
●  Continue on U.S. 9 N. for ½ mile. 
● Church lot will be on the right, just past the railroad tracks.

First Dutch Reformed Church (continued)
Historical Description: 
● Organized in 1716
● Housed prisoners of war during the American Revolution
● Served as the seat of state government when the British forced 

the New York Provincial Congress out of NYC and White Plains 

The Site: 
● Church building (centerpiece of property) = one of the most

historic buildings in Duchess County
● DuBois House, adjacent to the church, has offices and meeting room
● Fishkill Food Pantry & Christian Education Building on site 
● Services held here and other events such as concerts 

Directions:
● Take I-84 west to New York exit 13, Route 9, Fishkill
●  Go north approximately one mile to the intersection with Route 52
● Church is on the northwest corner of the intersection

During the Revolutionary War, the 
Van Wyck Homestead was 
requisitioned as the "Officers" 
Headquarters' for the Continental 
Army assigned to the Fishkill Supply 
Depot (1776 - 1783).

Today, the home contains original 
woodwork, archaeological relics from 
the depot, 18th- and 19th century 
furniture, and portraits by noted 
itinerant painter Ammi Phillips.  

In 1732 Cornelius Van Wyck 
purchased 959 Acres of land from 
Madam Brett and built a small 
house, the present east wing of the 
Homestead. 

Today there is 
less than one acre 
left of the old Van 
Wyck farm 
property.

● Designed in 1804 by Daniel 
Crommelin Verplanck and his 
daughter Mary Anna, our English-
style garden attracted many visitors 
from the Hudson Valley and beyond 
for well over a century. 

● Between 1827 and 1866, the garden 
was managed by James Brown, as 
escaped slave from Maryland.

● In 1880, Virginia Eliza Verplanck, 
wife of William, assumed the 
responsibility for the garden.

The building itself is a rectangle about 42' x 60.' It 
was built using techniques similar to those used to 
build Dutch barns.
In 1963, those restoring the church interior removed 
the gothic arches and stylistic details that had been 
added in the 1870s.

A subscription by over 100 families was taken in 1756 to 
erect an English church in Fishkill, and money began to be 
raised. With the help of The Rev. John Beardsley, an 
agreement was reached with the SPG in 1766.

By 1716, the population of the 
area had grown enough that the 
settlers wanted their own church, 
instead of having to cross the 
river to New Paltz or Kingston, 
where the two closest Reformed 
Churches were located.  
Therefore, on October 10, 1716, 
the Rev. Petrus Vas from 
Kingston, under the direction of 
the Classis of Amsterdam, started 
two Dutch Reformed Churches, 
one in Poughkeepsie and one in 
Fishkill.

The following highway entrance markers will be located strategically to 
welcome the heritage tourists to our municipality: near Morehouse 
Tavern at NYS 52 and NYS 216 at Stormville, near Town And County Line 
at County Road which is a mile West of Pecksville by the Dutchess-
Putnam County line, near the Town Line at the NYS 52 in Wicopee, NYS 
216 about a mile East of Stormville, and on US 9 about ⅛ of a mile North 
of the Dutchess-Putnam County Line.
